e Competitors may appeal against decisions, in accordance with the stipulations set out in
Articles 15.1 of the Code.

e Competitors have the right to appeal against a sentence or other decisions pronounced on
them by the Stewards of the meeting. They must, however under pain of forfeiture of their
right to appeal, notify the Stewards of the Meeting in writing within one hour of the
publication of the decision, of their intention to appeal.

e The right to bring an appeal expires 96 hours from the moment the stewards are notified of
the intention to appeal on condition that the intention of appealing has been notified in
writing to the stewards within one hour of the publication of the decision. This grounds of
appeal may be brought by fax or by any other electronic means of communication with
confirmation of receipt. Confirmation by a letter of the same date accompanied by the
necessary fee is required. The FMSCI will give its decision within a maximum of 30 days.

e All parties concerned shall be given adequate notice of the hearing of any appeal. They shall
be entitled to call witnesses, but their failure to attend the hearing shall not interrupt the
course of the proceedings.

¢ The confirmation of an appeal to the FMSCI must be accompanied by a fee of X113,280/=
(Rupees One Lakh Thirteen Thousand Two Hundred Eighty Only).

e This fee becomes due from the moment the appellant notifies the Steward of the intention
of appealing, and remains payable even if the appellant does not follow up the declared
intention to appeal.

e If the appeal is rejected or it is withdrawn after being brought, no part of the fee shall be
returned.

¢ If judged partially founded, the fee may be returned in part, and in its entirety if the appeal
is upheld.

e Ifitis proved that the author of the appeal has acted in bad faith, the FMSCI may inflict upon
them one of the penalties laid down in the Code.

RESULTS

The Driver recording the fastest Elapsed Time (ET) + Reaction Time (RT) will be declared as
the Winner. ET is the time taken by a Competitor to cover the prescribed distance from the
Start line to the Finish line Beam. RT is the time elapsed between the green light signalling
the Start and vehicle leaving the Start line.

Results will be posted on the Official Notice Board Official/Whatsapp group after each Class
is completed.

Results may also be displayed on screens after each race.

Tie Breaker : In case of a tie, the Competitor with the least Reaction Time(RT) shall be
declared the winner. If the tie is still not resolved the award/s will be shared by both the
Competitors.

If a Car is disqualified for Technical or any other reason, the Car placed behind it will move
up to take that position.

BURNOUTS ARE ONLY PERMITTED IN THE PRE STAGING AREA ON THE DRAG STRIP.

MANDATORY OFFICIAL PRACTICE: It's mandatory for all competitors to take at least one
practice run. In case of multiple entries by a driver, a maximum of two practice runs will be
permitted. All cars must self-start and self-stage. A DRIVER cannot drive more than one car
in the same Class. Same vehicle can be used for multiple categories if it falls under that
particular cubic capacity bracket.

Starting Line & Staging Procedures

The class that is to run will be announced, followed by the competition numbers of each
vehicle participating in that class. Competitors will be paired using draw of lots for each
class to form the start order. Start Order / Competition numbers will be announced in pairs
in the order of racing precedence. The first pair of vehicles will be called to the starting line
by their competition numbers. When the first vehicle arrives at the starting line, the second
vehicle has one (1) minute to arrive and stage at the starting line. Vehicle that fails to stage
at the starting line within one minute may be disqualified.

There will be no choice of lane. Any competitor found not following the instructions of the
start line marshall or any other official at the start, may be disqualified.

The Starting Lights will be 3 Amber lights followed by a Green light for GO.

The Cars will be judged according to timings from the time when the green light is on up to
when the driver crosses the finish line.

If a driver makes a false / jump start or jumping the lanes, the RED light will come on and the
participant may be DISQUALIFIED from that particular run.

Once the vehicle has finished its run, the competitors have to go to Holding Area and wait.
The vehicle will only return behind the ‘OFFICIAL SAFETY CAR’ under the instruction of the
holding area marshall OR in the absence of safety car, the competitors will have to wait in
the designated area to be escorted back by the organizers in accordance with their
instructions. Parc Ferme Rules Apply in the Holding Area. Any competitor found violating
this rule will be disqualified.

The procedures and other details of the drag shall be informed to all competitors at the
Drivers Briefing Official / Whatsapp Group / Official Mobile Application

The CLASS & CATEGORY Winners will be determined by the fastest timings. All
class/category-winning vehicles will be then taken to Parc Ferme for post event scrutiny.

The car used for practice cannot be changed on the race day. If done will entail
disqualification. Any tampering with or attempt to transfer competition and scrutiny
stickers will entail disqualification and the competitors will be reported to the
stewards. The chief scrutineer shall be the sole authority to determine whether any
such attempts have been made.

Each competitor will be issued a start card for each eligible run which should be
surrendered before taking the start. A start shall not be permitted without the
surrender of the card.

False Start / Jump Start: A false start occurs when the vehicle moves forward or backwards
from the prescribed position before the Start signal. The penalty for this is
DISQUALIFICATION. The Start Marshall’s decision will be Final and 60 Seconds will be added
to the Elapsed Time in the results.

Refusal to obey officials of the meet may result in DISQUALIFICATION.

Driving dangerously in restricted area may result in DISQUALIFICATION.

Crossing of center line may result in DISQUALIFICATION

If a competitor arrives late for staging, he/she shall not be allowed to start

Any driver found riding fast, rashly or negligently, or practicing or tuning their cars on the
track, may be DISQUALIFIED.

Any competitor who does not have his / her I.D. Tag may not be allowed to start.

There will be a maximum speed limit of 60KMPH on the return run. Any competitor found
breaking this speed limit MAY BE DISQUALIFIED

The Stewards of the meet may adjudicate on any matter not covered by these regulations
and impose penalties in accordance with the Code.

Burnouts are PERMITTED only in the pre stage area.

A participant found not conforming to these Supplementary regulations or by refusing to
make their vehicle available for inspection may be disqualified from the event.
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13.12 The car used for official practice cannot be changed on the race day. Any infringement of
the rule will result in Disqualification.

Competitors Briefing , Pre event Scrutiny d Post event scrutiny

The competitors briefing will be held at a time and venue noted under point 8 above. All competitors
MUST attend the briefing where an attendance register will be maintained. Non attendance will be
reported to the stewards and shall entail a penalty of Rs2000/ and or disqualification.

Any vehicle taking part in the event must be pr presented by the competitor or his official
representative to scrutineering at a time and venue noted under point 8 above. Competitors not
adhering to the schedule will be charged a late scrutiny fee of Rs100/minute for a maximum of 15
minutes after which the competitor will be excluded. There will no refund of entry fees.

All competitors must present the prescribed safety gear ( Eg: Helmets, overalls, shoes, gloves, riding
suit etc) to the scrutineer at the pre event scrutiny, and the vehicle must be presented with the
competition number decals affixed.

All competing vehicles will remain in the Parc Ferme until officially released by the organiser. The top
3 or 4 competitors may be subjected to compulsory post event scrutiny. The FMSCI Technical
delegate or Steward can at their discretion can dismantle and scrutinise any vehicle at any given
time during the course of the event.
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ADDITIONAL SUPPLEMENTARY REGULATIONS BY THE ORGANISER

As per the instructions of the FMSCI Drag Racing Commission, we will adhere to the following
technical regulations:

- For 4-wheelers: The 2024 Technical Regulations and 2025 General Prescriptions for Drag will apply,
except for the classes mentioned in the 2025 General Prescriptions.

- For 2-wheelers: The 2025 Technical Regulations and 2025 General Prescriptions for 2W Drag will be
applicable.

- Reaction time will not be a factor in determining the final results. Final Time (FT) = Elased Time (ET)

- For late entry 50 % of the original entry fee will be charged extra
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WAIVERS SECTION

- Any participant who deliberately delays the start or launch beyond a certain limit (more than 3
seconds) will be reported to the COC for further action.
